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Exploring Our Identity:

Our Identity Includes Anabaptist

‘Anabaptist’ is likely a strange 
and unfamiliar name to you. It 
means to re-baptize. The 
Anabaptists were a group of 
people in the Reformation 
tradition who understood that 
the Reformation was not going 
far enough. The Church of the 
Reformation, in their opinion, 
was still mixing citizenship in 
the State with being a Christian 
and member of the Church. 
This was most clearly seen in 
the ongoing place of infant 
baptism.


In distinction, the Anabaptist 
insisted that one could not be 
born a Christian but must 
voluntarily become a Christian. 
This was marked out by a 
voluntary re-baptism as an adult 
and believer under conviction. 
Like early Christianity, such a 

p r a c t i c e w a s v i e w e d a s 
seditious and often led to 
death.


However, once that church 
tradition was established, the 
church became an alternative to 
the State, being able to critique 
other issues of its day. This led 
the Anabaptist Church into 
social practices, particularly 
caring for the poor.


Free Methodists share this 
concer n fo r such rad ica l 
discipleship as well as caring for 
the poor. The very language of 
‘free’ in our name point to our 
founding story, how we were 
free from social oppression in 
order to be free to care for the 
oppressed. Social engagement 
continues to be a priority for 
our lived faith today.
