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The Security of Slavery: A Reflection on 
Last Sunday’s Sermon

It might seem crazy to us as 
modern day readers to think 
that Israel would choose the 
very system of oppression from 
which God had freed them. 
Rather than going back to the 
slavery of Egypt they imported 
slavery, selling their inheritance 
for the illusion of security. As we 
hear this we shake our heads 
and tsk our tongues. But, we’re 
no different, are we?


How much of our own lives are 
consumed with the pursuit of 
security utilizing the world 
system? Banks, pensions, forty-
hour plus work weeks, savings, 
investments, tax shelters and 
more occupy much of our time 
and attention. When we use 
these things we believe we are 
being merely wise and we even 
at times use religious language

too. But, I wonder how much 
we are just repeating the same 
mistakes as ancient Israel. What 
are we sacrificing to try to keep 
the potentially disastrous future 
at bay? Have we become slaves 
to and within the world’s 
system?


How free are we? If God called 
us like Abraham or Moses or 
Paul would we be willing to sell 
all we have, give to the poor, 
and then follow Jesus?


I was struck with the imagery 
from Isaiah 35:1–10 this week as 
I prepared the Advent Liturgy; 
the desert becoming the 
garden and the resulting all 
encompassing joy. I wonder if 
we have made our homes in the 
desert, trading joy for security. 
How might Advent train us to 
not only want the new world of 
the kingdom but allow us to let 
go the illusion of security?
